A Letter from Jason Krause

Dear St. Timothy Lutheran Church,

I wanted to write you and thank you for your generous support over my seminary education. You have been a blessing to me
and to my family in helping us cover the costs of attending the seminary. I have certainly been blessed by your help and assis-
tance, so much so that I have obtained my education with relatively little debt because of your care and concern.

As I write you, I have now been ordained and installed at Cross of Christ Lutheran Church in Bountiful, Utah for one year.
The congregation is relatively small, about 120 members with a regular attendance of 40; but the congregation is a close-knit
group, perhaps most so because we live in a largely Mormon community. They are a very supportive congregations and have
taken good care of us. We have a very nice parsonage right next to the church as well as lots of support and care. They espe-
cially love Katelyn, our now 22-month old daughter as well as Nathan, the newest addition to our family. He is 5-weeks old
now.

Soon after being ordained and installed, Cross of Christ celebrated 50 years of proclaiming the Gospel in the Bountiful com-
munity. It was good to be a part of the celebration. The congregation has a heart for those around us who have lost their way
in Mormonism. In fact, several members are former Mormons and I know several that are still reaching out to others. The
congregation has two choirs, one composed of singers and the other of chime players.

Angela is at home spending lots of time with Katelyn and now Nathan while I am attending to my pastoral responsibilities.
She is glad to have a place to call home on a more permanent basis as well as to spend time with our children. She currently is
not working as a nurse but intends to in the future after our children are older.

Katelyn is almost always running around, picking things up and exploring, that
is unless she is reading. She loves to read her board books and will almost
always stop what she is doing if there is an offer to read. She is most still and
calm only then. Otherwise, she likes to put and place things, move them
around, play in the sand or dirt, and go the the park where she can swing, see-
saw and slide. She certainly has a hunger to know the world around her and is
very verbal. She also likes to dance to music and occasionally she likes to be
chased and tickled. Nathan, on the other hand, is a rather laid-back baby. He
seems to be very content just to be held.

That about sums up what is going on for us right now. I have enclosed a pic-
ture of my family after we had Nathan baptized on August 16, 2009—one day
before the anniversary of my ordination. I pray all is well with you. I also
want to say once again, “Thank You!” You have been a blessing to us in help-
ing cover the costs for my schooling. Now the fruit of your assistance has paid
forth with the intended result of another pastor out in the field preaching and
teaching God’s Word in all its truth and purity that those hearing it may come |
to faith or be sustained in their faith. Thanks so much for your support, and I
do not just mean financial, either. For I know you have all supported me in
other ways, namely through prayers for my family and me. God has sustained
us through the whole process and helped us grow closer together. Thanks
again for your care and love for us that you have exhibited in many ways.
