Last Sunday, I talked about the influence and impact of a person whose “heart is devoted to God.”  One such person 
was Dr. Martin Luther. His heart was devoted to Christ in response to His love and grace. That devotion sparked a  
Reformation that literally changed the world both then and now.

Bayou Bend: A Unique Collection of Americana 
 
Bayou Bend, the magnificent home of Miss Ima Hogg, is the extraordinary legacy 
of a remarkable woman. Best known for her superb collection of American deco-
rative arts, Miss Hogg was also largely responsible for Bayou Bend's innovative 
architecture and breathtaking gardens.  
 
The house, designed by prominent architect John F. Staub, was built between 1927 and 1928 for Miss Hogg and her brothers, Wil-
liam C. and Michael Hogg. Covered in towering trees and thick undergrowth, the site was, in Miss Hogg's words, "nothing but a 
dense thicket." Undaunted, she created a series of gracious and beautiful gardens that were intended as outdoor rooms for living 
and entertaining, not just views to be admired from within the house. But Miss Hogg was also appreciative of the wilder side of na-
ture, and she always intended that the surrounding woodlands remain more or less natural, as they are today. In 1957 Miss Hogg 
donated her home and her collection to the Museum of Fine Arts, Houston. Bayou Bend opened to the public in 1966 and stands as 
one of Houston's cultural treasures. The collection at Bayou Bend presently contains several thousand objects installed in some 28 
period room settings that showcase American decorative arts from 1620 through 1870.  
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Group Workcamp - Letter from Brad Jurischk 
Dear Parents and Students, 

The time has come once again to begin to planning for some of next year’s events. As usual the Senior Youth at St. 
Timothy will be participating in some very exciting summer events. This coming summer we are going to be participat-
ing in our second Group Workcamp.  

A Group Workcamp is a weeklong summer mission trip geared especially for teens. This summer we will be traveling to 
Red Mesa, Arizona, which is located in northeast Arizona along the Utah border. While in Red Mesa we will team up 
with over 400 other youth and adults to restore and remodel homes for the elderly, disabled, and less fortunate. Besides 
just the physical work of the Workcamp, we will also have a chance to share our faith with the residents, many of who 
do not have a relationship with Christ, and build our faith through daily devotions, prayer, and nightly programs with all 
400 participants.  

This trip is open to all students who are entering 9th grade through those students who are entering college.  The dates for 
this trip will be Thursday, July 8 through Sunday, July 18, 2010. We will depart from the church early on the 8th and  
return on the 18th.  

The cost of the trip is $300 a person and that includes all the meals while we are at the Workcamp, lodging, and helps 
pay for materials used on the work site. Transportation to Red Mesa, meals while traveling and any after-trip activity 
will be an extra cost. This cost will hopefully be off set by fundraising. The first $50 is to be paid at the time of registra-
tion and is non-refundable; the rest will be paid at a later date. 

These camps do fill up quickly so you need to register as soon as possible. All a student needs to register is turn in their 
$50 registration fee. 

Last year’s Workcamp was an amazing experience and we saw our youth take part in a life changing experience both in 
their relationship with each other and most importantly their relationship with God.
