you do a project together, that 

does count.  

  

3)  Log your hours on our 
website.  Just go to 
www.thirstyforjesus.org and 
click on the link on the front 
page.  Log the hours by 
name.  If a family of 4 visits a 
nursing home for 2 hours, 
then EACH person should log 
2 hours on the site.  If you go 
on the mission trip to Kenya, 
log 14-16 hours for each of 
the 5 days.  Youth on the mis-
sion trip - log 14-16 hours for 
each of the 5 days, etc.  Paper 
copies for logging service 
hours will also be available at 

the Welcome Desk.   

  

We hope you'll catch this vi-
sion and make it a part of 
your life!  Let's see how 
quickly we can reach our goal 
of 25,000 hours.  To God be 

the Glory!  

"Don't just say it, live 
it!"  That's part of the focus 
for St. Timothy in 2010.  To 
help us carry this out, we are 
challenging and encouraging 
the entire congregation 
to accumulate 25,000 service 
hours.  Our desire is to first 
make a difference in the com-
munity, and then in the entire 
world.  Jesus calls us to live 
out our faith, and we want to 
be obedient to His call-
ing.  And remember, let peo-
ple know the reason for this - 
it's because of the love and 

the worthiness of God! 

  

So, how does this work?  

1)  This is the key - 
we encourage you to take 
the initiative and get to 
work.  Don't wait for organ-
ized events planned by the 
congregation.  Instead, look 
for ways you can make a dif-
ference.  Sure, we'll try to 
help, but we hope you will 

take the first steps. 

 2)  Do things as individuals, 
families (even the kids), LIFE 
groups or friends.  Here are a 
few ideas to get you 
started:  host a hamburger 
cookout for your street to 
build relationships, go visit a 
nursing home, pick up trash at 
a park, make sack lunches and 
deliver them to the homeless, 
help out at Care Net Preg-
nancy Center, visit the Life 
Center for the Homeless, 
make a meal for a sick 
neighbor or a new mom, help 
an elderly neighbor do some 
work around the house, offer 
your skills for free through 
your HOA's newsletter, visit 
Rightnow.org/servenow, work 
a day with Habitat, go on a 
mission trip, etc.   You can 
serve at St. Timothy too by 
being a Bible Class teacher, 
Kid Zone teacher, Pit Stop 
teacher, bulletin folder, youth 
mentor, be on the altar guild, 
usher, landscape assistant, etc.  
Attending a normal LIFE 
Group meeting doesn't count,

An LCMS assessment team  

coordinated by LCMS World 

Relief and Human Care and 

LCMS World Mission entered 

Haiti early in the morning on 

Jan. 22 to meet with leaders 

from the Evangelical Lutheran 

Church of Haiti (ELCH) and to 

deliver emergency supplies for 

immediate relief work.  

The assessment team's goal 

was to encourage the Haitian 

pastors of the ELCH, the LCMS 

partner/sister church in Haiti, 

to evaluate the immediate and 

ongoing needs of disaster relief 

in Haiti, and to begin forming a 

plan for a "comprehensive  

Lutheran ministry of presence 

and mercy." The assessment 

team saw damage in Port-au-

Prince, Haiti's capital, and also 

traveled to two smaller commu-

nities-Jacmel and Leogane. The 

team returned to the Dominican 

Republic late on Jan. 23 and 

spent Jan. 24-25 debriefing 

with LCMS missionaries who 

serve in Latin America, an LCMS 

pastoral care team, and other 

partners.

World Relief and Human Care 

(the mercy arm of the LCMS) is
